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G.A.A. Player Injury Scheme

The player injury scheme below ONLY applies to players who pay their membership on or before February 28th 2006.

Application Forms for membership renewal are available in the clubhouse, on www.naomholaf.com or from Registrar Paul Sullivan (087 2248368).

What is this document?

The main intentions of this document are:

· To inform players of the proper claims procedure when they get an injury, and

· To state the club’s position on physiotherapy and other medical costs incurred by players.


The club has this set of rules in places so that the minimum cost is incurred by the club and the player is not out of pocket.
When a player gets injured the following procedure MUST be followed:

1) Any injury should be included by the referee in his match report (either a player or mentor should remind the referee to do this). Regardless of whether an injury happens in training or in a match, move directly to point 2 below.

2) A Preliminary Claim Form should be filled out, signed by the club secretary (Mary Shivnan) and submitted to Coyle Hamilton within 30 days of the injury. 

3) If a claim is being pursued, the Completed Claim Form should then be submitted to Coyle Hamilton within a further 30 days. 

All forms are available from the Club Secretary Mary Shivnan, Shane O’Connor or from the Internet site www.naomholaf.com. 

Note: This Completed Claim Form must be signed first by the injured player, and then given to the Club Secretary (Mary Shivnan) and she will then pass it on to County Secretary (John Costello).

The following must be included with the Final Claim Form:

· Medical Certification stating the exact nature of the injury including all relevant invoices/bills. 

· A copy of the referee’s report if the injury occurred in an official match, or a letter from the Club Secretary stating that the injury occurred in an official training session or challenge match. 
· For loss of wages claims there must be an Employer’s Certification stating the amount of the loss.

Unless these procedures are followed Coyle Hamilton will not process the claim.
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         Player Physiotherapy

The important points to claim reimbursement for physiotherapy fees are as follows:

1. Prior authorisation must be obtained from Shane O’Connor (087 929 1792) before attending the physiotherapist.

2. The club will pay 2 physiotherapy bills (approx €80).
3. GP Referral: If it is apparent from the first physio visit that the player will need more than 2 visits then the player must go to a GP and obtain a referral and the injury claim scheme (on previous page) should be followed.
4. Private Insurance: Coyle Hamilton will pay an upper limit out on claims and should be any shortfall on the bills incurred players must claim off their private medical insurance (VHI or BUPA or via the MED1 form).
NOTE Changes from last year’s scheme:

a) Coyle Hamilton Insurance will not entertain claims for physio that have not been referred by a GP.

b) After the claims procedure has been followed it is then up to the individual player to use his/her private medical insurance or the MED1 form to recoup the shortfall from Coyle Hamilton’s payout.
